“The Tindalls” PA Spec. and  Stage Plan – April 2010
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The Tindalls are a Banbury based family band featuring Paula & Stuart together with daughters Sarah (18) and Kathryn (15). 

Paula & Stuart met in the early ‘80s, performing as a duo at wine bars, folk clubs & festivals across South Cheshire and the North Midlands before taking a break from performing in the mid ‘90s, when their children were young. 

After moving to the Banbury area in 1997 they restarted performing in 2003 at Banbury Folk Club, recording their first CD “Take Two” in 2005. 

Sarah & Kathryn (then 13 & 10) began to join in with their parents at some of their gigs, resulting in them featuring with both backing & lead vocals on some of the tracks on the 2nd CD, leading to its rapid re-naming to “Family Album”. 

With a busy diary of gigs at folk clubs and festivals across the Midlands and Home Counties in recent years, they featured at Banbury, Warwick and Bromyard Folk Festivals (amongst others) in 2009, a highlight being opening the Main Marquee Stage at Bromyard Festival supporting Seth Lakeman and Faustus.

With songs in their repertoire from Joni Mitchell to Carol King, Bob Dylan to James Taylor and Fairport Convention to Fleetwood Mac, their music spans many "genres" of contemporary as well as traditional folk & acoustic music.

Stuart has also written a number of songs which the band regularly perform. “Sweet Child” won the Banbury Folk Club Songwriting competition in 2007 (on “Family Album”), “Lucky Man” features on the 2009 CD “Stop ‘n’ Play” (which also features guest support on violin from Chris Leslie &  Ric Sanders) and “Living For Today” won the 2010 Banbury Folk Club Songwriting competition.
Whilst Stuart plays guitar and Paula plays percussion & recorder, Sarah plays Bass guitar, keyboards & treble recorder and Kathryn plays flute, recorder, keyboards & rhythm guitar. All take turns in singing lead and backing vocals resulting in a varied mix of music on their CDs and at gigs.

With Sarah set to start a foundation year in Art at Banbury College in September, before going to University, and Kathryn still working up to her GCSEs in 2011, we’re hoping to be able to keep regularly gigging as a family band for a bit longer, but suspect it won’t be long before both girls are off doing their own thing (either in Folk, Pop, Jazz Dance, Rock….). So we are enjoying playing as a Family Band with them now, whilst it lasts!

They’ve recorder five CDs, available at gigs or via their web-site and have a Promo DVD and 20 + tracks on Youtube.
